The people stand as a bell is rung.

The President greets the people:

Bless the Lord, who forgives all our sins.
Whose mercy endures forever.

The Lord be with you.
And also with you.

The President welcomes the congregation in suitable words then reads a sentence of Scripture
Let us pray.

Almighty God,

to whom all hearts are open,

all desires known,

and from whom no secrets are hidden:
cleanse the thoughts of our hearts

by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit,
that we may perfectly love you,

and worthily magnify your holy name,
through Christ our Lord. Amen.

We say together:

Lord, have mercy.
Christ, have mercy.
Lord, have mercy.

During Lent, the ancient Hymn of Praise, Gloria in excelsis, is omitted. Instead, we say together another
ancient refrain, the Trisagion:

Holy God, holy and mighty, holy and immortal,
have mercy on us.



The President says

Let us pray.

The people pray silently, before the President “collects” the communal prayer in the prayer of the Church for

the day and for the season.

O God, the fountain of life,
to a humanity parched with thirst
you offer the living water that springs from the Rock,
our Saviour Jesus Christ:
stir up within your people the gift of your Spirit,
that we may profess our faith with freshness
and announce with joy the wonder of your love.
We ask this through our Lord Jesus Christ,
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Almighty and everlasting God,
you hate nothing that you have made,
and you forgive the sins of all who are penitent:
create and make in us new and contrite hearts,
that we, worthily lamenting our sins

and acknowledging our wretchedness,
may obtain of you, the God of all mercy,

perfect remission and forgiveness; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Amen.

Second Reading
A reading from the first letter of Paul to the church in Corinth:

| do not want you to be unaware, brothers and sisters,
that our ancestors were all under the cloud, and all passed through the sea,
and all were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea,
and all ate the same spiritual food, and all drank the same spiritual drink.
For they drank from the spiritual rock that followed them,

and the rock was Christ.
Nevertheless, God was not pleased with most of them,

and they were struck down in the wilderness.

Now these things occurred as examples for us,
so that we might not desire evil as they did.
Do not become idolaters as some of them did; as it is written,

‘The people sat down to eat and drink, and they rose up to play.’
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We must not indulge in sexual immorality as some of them did,
and twenty-three thousand fell in a single day.
We must not put Christ to the test, as some of them did,
and were destroyed by serpents.
And do not complain as some of them did,
and were destroyed by the destroyer.
These things happened to them to serve as an example,
and they were written down to instruct us,
on whom the ends of the ages have come.
So if you think you are standing, watch out that you do not fall.
No testing has overtaken you that is not common to everyone.
God is faithful, and he will not let you be tested beyond your strength,
but with the testing he will also provide the way out
so that you may be able to endure it.

who has spoken through the prophets.
We believe in one holy Catholic and apostolic Church.

We look for the resurrection of the dead,
and the life of the world to come.

The prayer continues recalling the Supper our Lord shared with his disciples, until we say together:

Lord, by your cross and resurrection, you have set us free.
You are the Saviour of the world.

The prayer concludes with a triumphant song of praise:

Blessing and honour and glory and power,
are yours for ever and ever. Amen.

Silence is kept.



As our Saviour Christ has taught us, we are confident to pray:

Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name.
your kingdom come,
your will be done,
on earth as in heaven.
Give us today our daily bread.
Forgive us our sins,
as we forgive those who sin against us.
Save us from the time of trial,
and deliver us from evil.
For the kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours
now and forever. Amen.

We break this bread to share in the body of Christ.
